     Dusk: The window represents either sunrise or sunset.  Per-
haps the them of rest at evening is symbolized by the coloring of 
the sky. 
Look for other symbols (Christôs robe and clothes, for instance). 
 
Our beautiful Altar Window was given by Miss Lillian Neese in 
loving memory of Harry E. Dixon, a devoted member of this 
church. 
 
All stained glass windows were made and installed by the Stu-
dios of George L. Payne of Patterson, New Jersey.  When the 
1957 church was built, we only had the Christ window; all the 
others were tinted windows (no designs).  It was months later, 
that as memorials were given, the present windows were in-
stalled.  The Christ Window is illumined twenty-four hours a day.

As Years Go By!

This month I will be starting a series on the 
symbolism in our sanctuary stained glass windows.  
I found most of this information from a publication 
that was made in 1968.  I hope you will find this 
informative and to take time to look at our beautiful 
windows and be reminded of the meaning of each symbol. 

 
 

The Altar Window - ñCOME UNTO MEò 
ñCome unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I 
will give you rest.ò 
(Scripture Ref: Matthew 11:28-30, Isaiah 53:4, Exodus 33:14, 
Psalm 116:7, Matthew 8:17, Hebrews 4:3, Revelation 14:13) 
 
Altar: The altar of a church is a representation in symbolic form 
of the Outgoing of God.  This stained glass window, with the 
theme, ñCome Unto Meò, is especially appropriate for altar use. 
Halo : The halo is an attempt to picture divinity or divine power. 
Various types of halo included the Aureole, the Nimus and the 
Glory. 
Tree: The tree has played an important part of Christian 
symbolism.  Generally, the tree is a symbol of either life or death, 
depending upon whether it is healthy and strong or poorly 
nourished and withered.  See Genesis 2:9, Isaiah 11:1-2. 
Clouds :  Clouds in the heavens are used as a symbol of the 
unseen God.  A hand emerging from a cloud is the most common 
symbol of Divine Omnipotence. 
Garden : Does this window represent Jesus in a garden?  A 
garden may be thought of as a symbol of the creativity, beauty 
and dependability of God. 
Rock :  The rock symbolizes steadfastness, stability, eternity, 
Christ the Rock, ñOn this Rock, I will build my church.ò 
Mountains :  The mountains in the background may symbolize 
the mountains in the life of Jesus: Mt Zion, Mt. Moriah, The 
Mount of Olives, Calvary, etc. 
Flowers :  Can you identify the flowers and trees in this window?  
The Cedars stand for strong faith; the Cypress for sorrow, death 
and eternal life.  What do the flowers (Lily of the Valley - the little 
blue flowers) symbolize?
