On the evening of June 13th, the 228th 
session of the Virginia Annual Conference will commence. Anne 
and I will be attending, as will Pastor Janet, and Doris Hulvey, 
Main Streetôs Lay Member to the Annual Conference. Over 3,000 
people will be present to participate in business sessions, 
ministry celebrations, and worship services. Essential work will 
be accomplished, decisions will be made, and a conference-wide 
offering will be received in support of outreach ministries in 
Virginia and around the world. But some of the most important 
happenings at Annual Conference in June will not occur inside 
the Scope arena. For me, and many others, Annual Conference 
is truly a time for Christian conferencing, because I will see 
friends I may not have seen since June 2009. In corridors, 
around the Cokesbury book tables, over coffee, and at meals I 
catch up with colleagues and share whatôs been happening in 
their lives since we last met. 
 
 Unfortunately, our human condition frequently gets in the way of 
true conferencing. When we ask each other, ñhow are you?ò 
weôre really asking how things are going at church. We want to 
know if each otherôs churches are growing, if ministries are 
bearing fruit, and if apportionments are getting paid. All too often, 
ñhow are things going?ò is answered numerically, by a statistic 
we can count. We easily define the success or failure of our life 
and ministry by the numbers, even when we suspect that the 
numbers donôt tell the whole story. Hiding behind our vocational 
numbers, we are in danger of missing signs of growth in grace, 
or a hint of despair. Life ï and ministry ï by the numbers misses 
the possibility that God is doing something that we canôt see 
(yet). 
 
 I hope the same dynamic doesnôt happen at Main Street. We 
rightly want people to participate in worship, attend classes and 
events, serve in ministries, and give money, but not everything 
God is doing in our lives can be counted in our statistics. The

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churchôs ñnumbersò help tell the story, but we should not forget 
that they donôt tell the whole story. Itôs much easier to track 
attendance than to track our ability to love our neighbors. Itôs 
easier to track offerings than it is to track our ability to pray 
without ceasing, or our ability to forgive someone who sins 
against us. Thereôs more to us than what we can count. 
 
 It is easy to let someone else define success. While we strive to 
grow our ministry in ways that reflect in our statistics, we must 
not miss opportunities to notice and celebrate changed lives, 
maturity in discipleship, and the ways we are learning to follow 
Jesus. The God who counts the hairs on our heads (Luke 12:7) 
cares about our whole lives. God wants us to learn and love, give 
and forgive and knows that some of the most important growth 
happens where nobody but God can see it. Our definition of 
success must take into account the hidden work of God and trust 
that God is at work, even when we canôt see it. A seed is hidden 
from view until the shoots begin to sprout, but that doesnôt mean 
nothing is happening. 
 
 I pray that as we continue to Love God, Grow in Faith, and 
Serve Christ, we will trust that Godôs grace will bear fruit in our 
lives and the lives of those we serve in ways we can see ï and 
ways we canôt.

Stephen 

Ministers undergo 50 hours of training and serve for at least two 

years. Among other things, they develop skills in reflective 

listening, learn guidelines on confidentiality, and prepare to 

minister to people in specific situations. such as terminal illness, 

grief, divorce.  Stephen Ministers also listen to those who just 

need a friend.  Canôt we all use a friend at times?   

 

"If Jesus had a friend going through a divorce, he'd probably 

listen to them. If Jesus had a friend die, he'd cry, which is what he 

did when Lazarus died. This stuff is simple, but profound," says 

Ken Haugk, the founder of Stephen Ministry.  ñSometimes in the 

church and certainly in society, we're not very good listeners. We 

tend to talk too much, myself included. We have to learn to bite 

our tongue and listen more. It takes discipline."

Main Street Defibrillator Report  
The Main Street Automatic External Defibrillator project is now 
complete.  The AED is fully functional and, with the CPR/AED 
class recently conducted by Denise Hill, we have eight more cer-
tified members.  The additional unused $95 raised for the project 
has been sent to the UMCOR Haiti Relief Fund. 
 

Organ Update  
The refurbished organ is up and running and has been in use 
now for about six weeks.  The rich full tones we now hear are the 
result of new solid state technology which is more precise and 
reliable than the old mechanical structure.  The improvements to 
the organ were approved by the Church Council last year and 
coordinated by the Trustees.  The new console can now be repo-
sitioned as necessary for the best performance since it no 
longer requires the thick black cables for power and to connect it 
to the pipes.  We are in the process of hooking up the carillon so 
it can be played from the console.  That work should be com-
pleted in the next month.
