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As I hope you know by now, Anne and I are moving this month to 
Northern Virginia, where I will serve as the senior pastor of St. 
Matthew’s UMC in Annandale. This will be my last article for The 
Lighted Spire. For the past five years, I have used these pages to 
share my thoughts about being faithful disciples and living 
Christian lives. Most of the time, I have tried to connect our 
individual discipleship with our life together in the church. I 
believed—and still believe—that the New Testament is clear: the 
church (the Body of Christ) is the place where our lives are 
nurtured by the Holy Spirit and the place we find the love, grace, 
and strength to serve God in the world. 
 
As we prepare to move, I want to encourage you to continue to 
support and participate in the mission and ministry of Main Street 
Church, specifically by welcoming and loving Clay and Lisa Knick 
and their children, Brandon and Melissa, as they come to serve 
with you at Main Street. 
 
In the United Methodist system, pastors are itinerant. We are 
appointed by the Bishop and serve the churches to which we are 
sent. At our ordination, we affirm our willingness to serve in this 
way and trust that God guides the appointment process, 
matching pastors and churches so that God’s mission and 
ministry is accomplished. Just as the appointment process 
brought us to Main Street, it now sends us to St. Matthew’s. The 
same appointment process also sends Clay and his family to 
Main Street. I firmly believe that God will use Clay to lead Main 
Street Church into new places and ever-more-fruitful ministries. 
 
As we go to serve St. Matthew’s Church, know that a part of you 
will go with us. During the past five years, we have served side-
by-side in ministry. We have shared both joys and sorrows. We 
have worshipped and prayed. We have read and studied the 
Bible. We have taught youth and children, welcomed new 
friends, and said farewell to many of our loved ones.  
 

Know that I will always remember you. I will remember your 
grace and forgiveness. I will remember your love and generosity. 
I will remember how you helped me grow in my faith and my 
discipleship: I believe that I am a better person and a better 
pastor because of you. 
 
In closing, Anne and I simply want to thank you, tell you that we 
love you, and that we pray God’s blessings for you in the months 
and years to come: 
 

[We] pray that, according to the riches of his glory, he 
may grant that you may be strengthened in your inner 
being with power through his Spirit, and that Christ may 
dwell in your hearts through faith, as you are being rooted 
and grounded in love. I pray that you may have the power 
to comprehend, with all the saints, what is the breadth 
and length and height and depth, and to know the love of 
Christ that surpasses knowledge, so that you may be 
filled with all the fullness of God.  (Ephesians 3:16-19)

Church for the 21st Century Update 
Things are picking up steam as we move forward on the first and 
largest phase of the Church for the 21st Century project.  Church 
Interiors is tentatively scheduled to begin lighting and sound 
upgrades in the Fellowship Hall on Monday, July 14,  projected to 
be completed within the week. The Church Interiors team will 
move directly to the Sanctuary, where work is expected to last 6-
8 weeks.  We will hold worship services in the Fellowship Hall 
during this time.  Our Worship Ministry Team will be working with 
Pastor Clay to ensure services remain conducive to worship and 
meaningful.  The Fellowship Hall’s availability for special events 
will be limited during this time.  If you were planning an event for 
the space, please contact Laurie Bame, Building Steward, for 
information. 
 
A deposit of $84,000 for this work was made to Church 
Interiors.  Because of your generous support, we were able to 
fulfill that obligation via Building Funds. An application for short 
term financing has been submitted which will be used to make 
regular payments as Church Interiors completes their work.  So 
far, we have $402,000 in pledges. Thus, we do not have pledges 
necessary to complete all the projects that are desired.  This 
summer, as you see progress made, please prayerfully consider 
making a pledge or financial gift if you haven’t already.   
 
The purpose of these projects is to update Main Street’s facility in 
a way that will improve our ability to reach those in Waynesboro 
who have not yet learned about the saving grace of Jesus 
Christ.
