I grew up in the suburbs and neither one of my parents would 
have been considered gardeners, so I never learned much about 
growing vegetables or tending flowerbeds. As an adult, I have 
learned to appreciate how much work keeping a landscape 
maintained entails, even if I donôt do it well. I know the grass 
needs to be mowed, weeds and bugs donôt go away by 
themselves, and plants need food and water to thrive. In other 
words lawns and gardens need to be cultivated. 
 
 In many ways, our Christian discipleship is not unlike a 
vegetable garden, flowerbed, or expanse of lawn. Our 
discipleship must be cultivated in order to thrive. This is not 
news. A healthy number of Jesusô parables use agricultural 
images. According to the Gospel writers, Jesus talked a lot about 
seeds and vines and wheat and weeds. The New Testament 
says that faithful lives are supposed to bear fruit. The world of 
nature helps us understand the world of discipleship, and just as 
we know that growing healthy plants takes time and effort, we 
know that growing as disciples of Jesus Christ takes time and 
effort too. 
 
 So just as the nursery rhyme asks contrary Mary how her 
garden grows, let me ask you: how is the garden of your 
Christian discipleship growing? 
 
 Like your lawn, your discipleship requires care and tending. You 
cultivate your life with God the same way you cultivate your 
garden. Healthy plants need sunlight, water, and nourishment. 
You need the Son of God, the living water, and the bread of life 
found in Scripture, prayer, and worship. The weeds need to be 
pulled from your flowerbeds, just as sin needs to be confessed 
and forgiven in your life. Shrubs, trees and other plants need to 
be pruned, just as you may need to cut back your busyness so 
that new shoots of Godôs love and grace can grow and the fruit of 
joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, and faithfulness can 
blossom and mature.

 Whatôs not always easy to learn ï about both growing plants 
and growing as a disciple ï is that much of the important work 
is hidden from view. We donôt see the roots. The 
microorganisms that make up healthy soil are invisible to the 
naked eye. So, as gardeners and disciples, we can only do 
our part and trust God with the rest. 
 
 Everything is turning green now. The early plantings in Main 
Streetôs Childrenôs Garden are starting to grow. Let the beauty 
of the earth in Spring be a constant reminder to cultivate the 
discipleship that Godôs amazing grace makes possible. 
 
 Jesus says, ñI am the vine, you are the branches. Those who 
abide in me and I in them bear much fruit, because apart from 
me you can do nothing.ò  (John 15:5)
